Pale straw with green hues, the Houghton Private Bin Char-
donnay Verdelho displays aromas of fresh, lifted melon and 

tropical fruit with spicy lime notes.  The palate is soft, fresh 
and fruity with melon and tropical flavours dominating a

Soft tannins & well balanced acidity give good 

length & persistence of flavour.  
 

29. Ruby/Cabernet, Pendulum  
(South Africa)  

175 ml £3.65, 250ml £4.95,  
 btl  £13.95  

Pendulum Ruby Cabernet displays spicy, cherry 
fruit characters, vanilla oak flavours and a 
smooth finish.  Ideal with red meats, pasta 
dishes,  pizza and full flavoured cheeses.  

 

30. Tannat, Castillo Viejo (Uruguay)  
175 ml £3.65, 250ml £4.95,  

 btl  £13.95  
An extremely deep coloured wine with lovely 

ripe fruit on the nose.  This is backed up by the 
firm tannins which combine very well with the 

ripe fruit.  
 

31. Malbec, Goyenechea Winery    
(Argentina) btl  £14.95  

Good fruit with rich flavours combine with the 
tannins in this well structured wine to produce 

an excellent example of what Argentina is 
capable of.  

 

32. Merlot, Goyenechea Winery  
(Argentina) btl  £16.75  

A serious glass of high quality Merlot rich & 
fresh and full, now with the mellowness of 

maturity.  
 

33. Syrah, Lomond, Cape Agulhas  
(S Africa) btl  £17.75  

An aroma of ripe mulberry and subtle mint 
opens on to a sweet, succulent palate of plums 
and a faint trace of smokiness. Finely -grained 
tannins and a good balance between fruit and 

wood make this an easily accessible wine.  
 

34. Montepulciano, DOC, d'Abruzzo,  
Terramore  Organic  

(Italy) btl  £17.50  
Made from 100% organic Montepulciano grapes, 
the resultant wine has intense aromas of dried 

fruits and is soft and full flavoured on the  
palate.  Ideal with roast meats and savoury 

dishes.

35. Zinfandel, Woodbridge Winery, Robert 
Mondavi (USA)  btl  £18.50  

Spicy, ripe layers of plum and cherry, with nuances of cedar, 
spice and vanilla combine in this full -bodied example of this 
grape variety.  Excellent with robust entrees and cheeses.  

 
36. Château Leon, Premiéres Cotes de  

Bordeaux (France) btl £19.25  
A delicious young claret, full of soft red fruit with good  
balance and length. This wine is only lightly filtered to  

retain the maximum flavour and should result in a light, 
harmless deposit in the bottom of the bottle.  

  
37. Santedame Chianti Classico DOCG, Ruffino   

(Italy) btl  £21.50  
Medium-bodied and very elegant. Velvety tannins and a 

fruity core with a long -lingering aftertaste of strawberry pie 
and hazelnuts. 

 
38. Pinot Noir, Vin de Pays, Côteaux du  

Verdon, Domaine de Valmoissine, Domaine 
Louis Latour (France) btl £21.95  

This may be  one of the most exciting vin de pays. It is so 
soft and silky, with such a purity of fruit and so much finesse 
that few Burgundians would believe this is not a Burgundy, 

and a fine one at that.  

 
39. Reserva Rioja, Marqués de Murrieta  

(Spain) btl £27.25  
Intense and persistent flavours with scents of berries and 
aromatic herbs.  Elegantly complex with a long, aromatic 

finish.  
 

40. Rioja Reserva, Bodegas Viña Real  
(Spain) btl £25.50  

Deep ruby red.  Good intensity on the nose with ripe autumn 
fruits, warm spices and elegant toasty oak.

26. Merlot Rosé, Goyenechea  
Winery (Argentina) btl  £15.50  
With a superb depth of colour, this is a  

delicious young fruity wine with attractive 
strawberry overtones.  

 

27. Ca' Lunghetta Pinot Grigio 
Blush, IGT, Veneto, Botter (Italy)  

175 ml £3.65, 250ml £4.90,  
 btl  £13.95  

The grape must is left on the skins for 12 
hours to give the wine its characteristic pale, 

peachy colour.  The result is an attractive 
wine, dry, soft and well -balanced.
